􀂾 Passive Components (Filters and Resonators, Ferrite and Acoustic Wave Components, Packaging, Waveguides and Striplines, Optical Components, Metamaterial, RF MEMS, LTCC Devices, Directional Couplers and Hybrids) 

􀂾 Systems (Wireless and Cellular Communication Systems, Signal Processing Circuits and Systems, Microwave Medical and Biological Applications, EMC, Radars and Sensors, Satellite Systems, Digital Broadcasting, MIMO Systems, Optical Fiber Systems) 

􀂾 Basic Theory and Techniques (Scattering and Propagation, Electromagnetic Field Theory and CAD, Antenna Theory, Microwave Antennas, Microwave Photonics, Microwave Superconductivity, Measurement Techniques)
